Review of VisionWay Christian School Junior High Absence Policy

p. 3 of our school handbook states, “Students are responsible to arrange with his/her teacher to make-up the work missed. The days granted for completion of make-up work are equal to the number of days missed. In the case of extended absences, the teacher is to determine a reasonable period for the completion of this make-up work. When a student is absent for only part of the day and arrives or returns to school, they are responsible to turn in the work previously assigned and may be asked to take tests previously assigned for that day.”

Clarification:  When a student is absent only the work assigned on the day they were absent falls under the “one day for every day absent” rule. 

· Any previously assigned quizzes or tests that a student misses while absent will be taken on the day the student returns to school. Example: A student who misses the Spelling test on Friday will need to be ready to take the test the following Monday.

· Any quizzes or tests given on the student’s return will be taken with the class. Example:  A student who misses Tuesday and Wednesday of a week will need to take the Spelling test given on Friday. 
· Any long-term papers or projects will be due on the original due date.  If the student is absent on the due date, the assignment will be considered late if the student does not turn it in immediately upon the student’s return to school.

Absent sheets will be filled out and placed on the student’s locker. Parents will pick up sheet and books that the student needs from their locker.  It will be noted on the absent sheet what books are required to finish the assignment (see sample attached).

· Absent sheets sent home with a student’s absent work are to be returned with the completed work missed in each class.

· If a parent arranges to pick up absent work from the school during the student’s absence it is assumed that the work will be completed upon the student’s return to school. 

REMINDER:  On prearranged absences, students must turn in all work missed on the first day back to school and take any and all tests or quizzes that they have missed in their absence or take them in advance of their absence.
We appreciate your understanding regarding these rules. Please understand that it is in your student’s best interest that the absent work is made up quickly so that the student does not fall behind.
